The
Roadrunners are an outstanding 183-69 over the past nine
seasons. They are the Winningest College program in the
state of New Jersey Division I, IT or III over that time.
Ramapo has qualified for the NCAA Tournament three of
the past four years. Making it to the "Elite 8" and the
"Sweet 16". McBreen was named NJAC Coach of the Year
in 2002/2003 and 2004/2005 seasons. Under Coach
McBreen, Ramapo has set school records for wins in a
season (26), consecutive wins (17), and posted four
straight 20 win seasons.
